o Contents contain many mentions of schools and contain what appear to be 
math word problems, French tutorials, lists of compositions written, and 
lists of books read/ to be read.  

o A listing of personal correspondence sent and received.  
o Contains entries by Mollie E. Hackett, Amanda Hackett, and Martha 

Hackett.  
o Diary entry listing 29 Feb. 1864 as an enlistment date and continuing 

sporadically until June, speaking mostly of being encamped.  
o Several lists of names, with either ‘x’s or numbers after them.
